STUDY CENTRE PROGRAMMES

Your child will work daily on completing her/his seft
classroom tasks during Study Centre hours.

In addition to this, students will be taught a wide
range of Information Technology skills such as:

o Accessing websites to gain information they
need to complete projects

e Using the internet

e Using e-mail

e Word and Publishing skills

e Planning projects of work

o Information retrieval skills

e Presentation skills

e Library skills

Your child wil work in a highly supportive
environment.

Students who need special help will be catered for.
Time will be set aside to assist these students to
develop enhanced reading, writing and maths skills.

There will be close licison between your child's
classroom teacher and Study Centre staff, so that all
special needs are catered for on an individual basis.

Your child will be challenged to take risks, become a
flexible thinker and develop skills which will enhance
their confidence and competence in being able to
access information they need.

Eligibility To Enrol in the Study Centre

All students in Year 5-8 are eligible to enrol in our Study
Centre.

This is a Ministry of Education initiative. The Ministry of
Education wishes to provide additional opportunities for
students at the Year 5-8 levels so that they begin to
develop strong, independent study and learning habits
that will enhance their opportunities at Intermediate and
College levels. Many schools such as ours, have
extremely well developed Information Cenfres which can
be used in and out of school hours to further enhance
student learning.

Attendance at the Study Centre

To fully benefit from the opportunities the Study Centre
provides, it is expected that when children enrol at the
Study Cenftre, they will attend every session. Priority is
given to students who are enrolled on a daily basis.

A daily register of attendance will be kept.

If your child will be absent through sickness or for family
reasons, we ask that you phone the school on 267 6671,
and send along a note when your child returns,
explaining his/her absence. As spaces in the Study
Cenftre are very limited and we have a waiting list, it is
important that you keep us informed about any
prolonged absences. Unexplained absences may result
in your child being excluded from the Study Centre
